He studied photography and video
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arts in Tehran and moved to France to attend the Beaux Arts in Limoges and in Paris-

Cergy. His work brings together long-term, themed projects and performances in drawings,

paintings, photography, video, and installations.

His first exhibition was in Tehran, as part of “Eraser Head,” in 9th arts biennial of Tehran
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photography, 2004.

“My Magic Box,” was the title of his solo photo installation at the “Tarrahane Azad” Gallery, in

2005; and his drawings were exhibited in 2007 “Radical Drawing II” show in Tehran Gallery.
His works in France include a video called “In Search of Stolen Jesus “ (2006), an installation
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of light boxes at Wochdom, Paris (2007) and another video performance called the “Blonde
Descending a Staircase”, filmed at the Pompidou Centre (2008). The above art-works
were part of a series of projects on a variety of sub-themes, linked together under the
general theme of “Everybody Needs a Show,” which explored the identity of the artists
and the issues of intimacy and fame in modern society.

Parallel to the Athens Biennial in 2007, Mamali collaborated with Alexandros Georgiou
on the “Karaoke Poetry Bar”. He was invited back to Greece for “Arts Athena 2008,”
where he installed a room of “Polaroid” photos from the “Everybody Needs a Show”
series at an exhibition devoted to Iranian artists under the title “Lion under the
Rainbow.” In addition the exhibition “Freedom” was also performed there in
collaboration with Behrouz Raei in “Arts Athena,” which was solely prepared for
the show, focusing on the conflicts in news coverage between the official Iranian
and the expatriate media.

He lives and works in Paris and Tehran.
